· The Standards Administration of China has published on its web site a “State Manufacturing Safety Standardization Plan 2007-2010” for public comment. Feedback to the 604 items in the plan is due before November 25th.

· Cosmetics ingredients must be labeled in Chinese beginning January 1, 2008. The Ministry of Health promulgated a “Standard Chinese Catalog for International Cosmetics Ingredients.” Industry will be required to list ingredients in Chinese on the product and the cosmetics hygienic license application.
